MANDATE

Pursuant to the ordinary resolutions passed at the annual general meeting of the Company
on 29 April 2021, the Directors were granted (a) a general mandate to allot, issue and deal with
the Shares; and (b) a general mandate to repurchase Shares on the Stock Exchange. These general
mandates will expire at the conclusion of the Annual General Meeting. For enhancing corporate
governance, the Directors proposed to reduce the standard limit of Issue Mandate to be approved by
Shareholders at the Annual General Meeting from 20% to 10% At the Annual General Meeting, the
following resolutions, among other matters, will be proposed:

(a) to grant the General Mandate to the Directors to exercise the powers of the Company to
allot, issue and otherwise deal with the Shares up to a maximum of 10% of the aggregate
nominal amount of the share capital of the Company in issue on the date of passing of
such resolution. Based on 1,197,484,919 Shares in issue as at the Latest Practicable
Date and assuming no Shares will be issued or repurchased prior to the Annual General
Meeting, the maximum number of Shares to be allotted and issued pursuant to the
General Mandate will be 119,748,491,

(b) to grant the Repurchase Mandate to the Directors to enable them to repurchase the
Shares on the Stock Exchange up to a maximum of 10% of the aggregate nominal
amount of the share capital of the Company in issue on the date of passing of such
resolution; and

(c) to grant the Extension Mandate to the Directors to increase the total number of Shares
which may be allotted and issued under the General Mandate by an additional number
representing such number of Shares repurchased under the Repurchase Mandate.

Each of the General Mandate, the Repurchase Mandate and the Extension Mandate will expire
at the earliest of: (a) the conclusion of the next annual general meeting of the Company following
the Annual General Meeting; (b) the date by which the next annual general meeting is required by
the Companies Act or the Articles of Association to be held; or (¢) when the authority given to the
Directors thereunder is revoked or varied by ordinary resolution(s) of the Shareholders in a general
meeting prior to the next annual general meeting of the Company.

PROPOSED RE-ELECTION OF DIRECTORS

According to Article 105(A) of the Articles of Association, not less than one-third of the
Directors shall retire from ofce by rotation at each annual general meeting of the Company provided
that every Director shall be subject to retirement by rotation at least once every three years. Any
Director who retires under this article shall then be eligible for re-election as Director. Mr. Wang
Cong Xing, Mr. Hu Cheng Chu and Mr. Lai Shixian (the three Directors who have been longest in
oTFce since their last re-election) will retire as Directors and, being eligible, ofer themselves for re-
election as Directors at the Annual General Meeting.

When nominating an Independent Non-executive Director who has served the Company for
more than nine years, the Board will propose shareholders’ vote by way of a separate resolution on
any decision to re-elect such Independent Non-executive Director and include in the circular and/
or explanatory statement accompanying the notice of the relevant general meeting to shareholders
the reasons why the Board still considers such Director as independent and shall be reelected. Mr.
Lai Shixian who has served as an Independent Non-executive Director of the Company for over
nine years, will retire from ofFce and being eligible for re-election at the forthcoming annual general
meeting of the Company to be held on 29 April 2022. Mr. Lai has thorough understanding of the
Company’s operations and business. As an Independent Non-executive Director, Mr. Lai has always
contributed objectively in advising the Board and the senior management, expressing objective views,
and giving valuable independent guidance to the Company in his capacity as Independent Non-
executive Director over the years. He is currently the Chairman of the Remuneration Committee and
a member of the Audit Committee. Mr. Lai has been continuously demonstrating frm commitments
to his role. Mr. Lai always places great importance on high standards of corporate governance. Due
to his over 20 years of experience in the consumer market, Mr. Lai is able to provide valuable and
useful advices and guidance to the Company in the relevant industry. Mr. Lai has never been engaged
in any executive management of the Group. Mr. Lai has provided confrmation of his independence
according to Rule 3.13 of the Listing Rules. The Board, with the recommendation of the Nomination
Committee of the Company, considers that Mr. Lai remains independent for the purpose of the
Listing Rules despite the fact that he has served the Board for over nine years. In accordance with
Code Provision A.4.3 of the CG Code, the Company will include in the notice and the circular of the
forthcoming annual general meeting of the Company the reasons why the Board still considers Mr.
Lai as independent and shall be re-elected.

“Core Standards” for shareholder protections. As such, the Board proposes the Amendments for
the purposes of, among others, (i) bringing the Articles of Association in line with amendments
made to Listing Rules and applicable laws of the Cayman Islands; and (ii) making certain minor
housekeeping amendments to the Articles of Association for the purpose of clarifying existing
practice and making consequential amendments in line with the Amendments, subject to the passing
of the special resolution, with efect from the conclusion of the Annual General Meeting. Details of
the proposed Amendments are set out in Appendix Il of this circular.

The Company has been advised by its legal advisers that the proposed Amendments
conform to the requirements of the Listing Rules and do not contravene the laws of the Cayman
Islands, respectively. The Company also confirms that there is nothing unusual about the proposed
Amendments to the Articles of Association for a company listed on the Stock Exchange.

The Board proposes to put forward to the Shareholders for approval at the Annual General
Meeting a special resolution to adopt the New Avrticles of Association. The proposed adoption of the
New Articles of Association is subject to the passing of a special resolution.

APPENDIX I EXPLANATORY STATEMENT
ON THE REPURCHASE MANDATE

This Appendix serves as an explanatory statement, as required by the Listing Rules, to provide
the Shareholders with all the information reasonably necessary to enable them to make an informed
decision on whether to vote for or against the ordinary resolution to approve the grant of the
Repurchase Mandate to the Directors.

1. LISTING RULES RELATING TO THE REPURCHASE OF SHARES

The Listing Rules permit companies whose primary listings are on the Stock Exchange to
repurchase their securities on the Stock Exchange and any other stock exchange on which securities
of the company are listed and such exchange is recognised by the Securities and Futures Commission
of Hong Kong subject to certain restrictions. Among such restrictions, the Listing Rules provide that
the shares of such company must be fully paid up and all repurchases of shares by such company
must be approved in advance by an ordinary resolution of shareholders, either by way of a general
mandate or by specifc approval of a particular transaction.

2. SHARE CAPITAL

As at the Latest Practicable Date, there were a total of 1,197,484,919 Shares in issue. Subject
to the passing of the proposed resolution granting the Repurchase Mandate and on the basis that
no Shares will be issued or repurchased prior to the Annual General Meeting, the Company will
be allowed under the Repurchase Mandate to repurchase a maximum of 119,748,491 Shares,
representing about 10% of the issued share capital of the Company on the date of passing of such
resolution.

3. REASONS FOR REPURCHASES

The Directors believe that the Repurchase Mandate is in the best interests of the Company and
the Shareholders as a whole. Such repurchases may, depending on market conditions and funding
arrangements at the time, lead to an enhancement of the net asset value per Share and/or earnings
per Share and will only be made when the Directors believe that such repurchases will benefit the
Company and the Shareholders as a whole.

4. FUNDING OF REPURCHASES

Repurchases made pursuant to the Repurchase Mandate would be funded out of funds legally
available for the purpose in accordance with the Company’s memorandum of association, the
Avrticles of Association, the Companies Act, other applicable laws of the Cayman Islands and the
Listing Rules. A listed company is prohibited from repurchasing its own securities on the Stock
Exchange for a consideration other than cash or for settlement otherwise than in accordance with the
trading rules of the Stock Exchange from time to time. Under the Companies Act, repurchases by the
Company may only be made out of the profts of the Company or out of the proceeds of a fresh issue
of Shares made for the purpose, or, if so authorised by the Articles of Association and subject to the
provisions of the Companies Act, out of capital. Any premium payable on a redemption or purchase
over the par value of the Shares to be purchased must be provided for out of profts of the Company
or out of the Company’s share premium account, or, if so authorised by the Articles of Association
and subject to the provisions of the Companies Act, out of capital.

If on exercise of the powers of re purchase pursuant to the Repurchase Mandat e, a
Shareholder’s proportionate interest in the voting rights of the Company increases, such increase
will be treated as an acquisition for the purposes of Rule 32 of the Takeovers Code. As a result, a
Shareholder or group of Shareholders acting in concert (as defined in the Takeovers Code) could
obtain or consolidate control of the Company and become obliged to make a mandatory offer in
accordance with Rule 26 of the Takeovers Code.

As at the Latest Practicable Date, to the best of the knowledge and belief of the Company,
Xiao Sheng International Limited held 661,500,000 shares representing 55.24% of the issued share
capital of the Company. In the event that the Directors should exercise in full the power to repurchase
Shares which is proposed to be granted pursuant to the Repurchase Mandate, the shareholding of
Xiao Sheng International Limited in the Company would be increased to approximately 61.38% of
the issued share capital of the Company. Such increase would not give rise to an obligation to make a
mandatory ofer under Rule 26 of the Takeovers Code.

Save as aforesaid, the Directors are not aware of any consequence which would arise under the
Takeovers Code as a consequence of any repurchases pursuant to the Repurchase Mandate.

The Directors have no intention to exercise the Repurchase Mandate to such an extent that
will result in the number of Shares in the hands of the public falling below the prescribed minimum
percentage of 25%.

10. SHARE PURCHASES MADE BY THE COMPANY

The Company has not repurchased any of the Shares (whether on the Stock Exchange or
otherwise) in the six months immediately preceding the Latest Practicable Date.

PRC.

In the three years preceding the Latest Practicable Date, Mr. Wang did not hold any
directorship in any other public companies, the securities of which are listed on any securities market
in Hong Kong or overseas.

Mr. Wang has entered into a service agreement with the Company for an initial fxed term of
three years commencing from 4 September 2009 renewable automatically for successive terms of
one year each upon expiry of the then current term of appointment until terminated by either party
giving not less than six months’ written notice to the other expiring at the end of the initial term
of his appointment or any time thereafter. He is subject to the rotational retirement and re-election
requirements at the annual general meetings of the Company pursuant to the Articles of Association.

He is currently the vice chairman of
the Quanzhou Association of Professional Managers (O 0 0 O O O O O 0O ) and a supervisor of the
Association of China Brand Managers of the Brand China Industry Union (D0 0D D000 0O O
00000000 0) and the honorary chairman of Fujian Micro Electronic Commerce Industry
